a5 * Passing a School Bus can.

One of our armed Posse members was recently
assisting a Deputy making a traffic stop. The Qgpu
Sheriff was issuing a citation to a person who had
passed a School Bus with flashing red lights.
Passing a School bus that has flashing red lightgya
with the stop sign shown at left is a serious
Misdemeanor in Arizona. It is punishable by u@to
$500.00 fine, and a person can be either cited and
released on the street of the violation, or arceated booked in jail. Again, this is a very
serious violation. Please read the explanatioovb@bout AZ law.

Most violations of the Traffic Law manual are considered civil violations and can be resolved with a citation
from a law enforcement officer. A violation of the school bus law in our state is a criminal offense. This
means that the driver of the vehicle could be placed under arrest and face costly penalties in court.

The section of the Traffic Law manual for the State of Arizona that deals with school bus law
is ARS 28-857.

- This law says that when meeting or overtaking, from either direction, a school bus that is stopped
on the highway, the driver of a vehicle on the highway shall stop their vehicle before reaching
the school bus if a red octagon with the words "STOP" printed on both sides and the alternating
flashing lights are in use by the school bus.

This system is used to alert other drivers on the road to the actions being taken by a school
bus.

- Yellow Flashing Lights - This indicates that the bus is preparing to stop to load or unload children.
Motorists should slow down and prepare to stop their vehicles.

- Red Flashing Lights - This indicates that the school bus is in the process of loading or unloading
children. The red octagon "STOP" sign will also be extended at this time. Motorists must stop
their cars and wait until the red lights stop flashing, the extended "STOP" sign is withdrawn, and
the bus begins moving before they can start driving again.

Golf Car Traffic Questions Answered:

There are a lot of Golf Cars in Sun City and mosta  re also used for casual
transportation to the market, etc. (See page 5)
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Some recent changes in the Arizona Traffic Laws hav e confused many
drivers of these vehicles. Many Golf Car drivers h  ave questions:
Here are some answers, right to the point:
Golf Car Traffic Questions Answered; \

1. Golf cars cannot drive in the shoulder of the road or in the area to
the right of the solid white line. To do so, is a traffic violation.

2. Since golf cars have to drive in traffic now, wh  at to do when there
is faster traffic behind the driver?

a. Pull over to the right, stop and let vehicles pass.
b. Arizona Law allows slow vehicles to pull over an d let traffic by.

That's it! Drive in the traffic lane and pull over briefly to the right to let
faster vehicles pass. The right of the white line is NOT a traffic lane.

3. Are drivers of Golf Cars required to completely stop for stop
signs? If making a right turn on RED do they have to STOP?

a. YES! All vehicles must fully stop at red lights and stop signs!

b. Aright turn is allowed on a red signal, butthe reisa
requirement that the vehicle fully stops, and then proceeds
when safe. A so-called rolling right turnon  red is a violation.

Also, drivers remember that when leaving any drivew ay to enter a public
road, you must come to a complete stop, and then pr  oceed when itis safe.
This stop is required even though there is no stop sign. To drive directly
into a roadway from a driveway without stopping is a violation and law
enforcement can issue a citation which will place p oints on your driver
license. It will cost money for the fine and your auto insurance premium
can also be affected.

Also, a heads up warning: Maricopa Sheriff Deputie s are using a traffic car
in the Sun City area. Speeders and stop sign viola  tions are being targeted.
Yes, even the small residential streets are beings  taked out. Do not be
careless and end up with a traffic ticket.
